Then, the Echo starts
searching for smart devices that are paired with the Smart Life app, The Echo reports the search
result about 20 seconds later and the Alexa app displays the discovered devices in a list.

Troubleshooting Guide



BALANCING WEIGHT

PLASTIC CLIP

Use the balancing kit only if excessive fan wobble persists after completing all steps 
under “Attaching the Fan Blades” in this manual.

1. Turn on the fan and set it to the speed where the wobble is most noticeable.
2. Turn off the fan and allow it to come to a complete stop. Select one blade and place the balancing clip 
    halfway between the blade holder and the tip, on the trailing edge.
3. Turn the fan back on and observe whether the wobble has increased or decreased. Repeat the test on each 
    blade, noting which one shows the most improvement.
4. Move the clip back to the blade that showed the greatest improvement. Adjust the clip’s position slightly 
    inward and outward along the blade to find the optimal location.
5. Remove the clip and attach a balancing weight to the top of the blade, near the clip position, along the 
    centerline.
6. If the wobble persists, you may further improve the balance by using the clip and additional weights.
