HDMI OPTIONS

STANDS
1 Align the TV stand screw holes 

 with the holes on your 

 TV's bottom.

2 Use a Phillips screwdriver and 

 the four provided screws to 

secure the stands to your TV.

WALL MOUNT
Before you mount your TV, make sure that:

•  You remove the stands.

•  The wall-mount bracket supports the weight of your TV.

See the instructions that came with your wall mount

for more information about how to correctly mount your TV.

you can easily switch between content.

Settings 
Activates the Quick Settings Overlay.

Menu
Activates contextual commands on the screen.

Rewind
Rewind (long press) and skip back (short press). 

Behavior varies by app.

Guide
Opens the live TV Channel Guide.

Forward
Fast forward (long press) and skip ahead (short 

press). Behavior varies by app.
