13. Insert the grease pan (S) into position by 
 sliding it in the grill body (O) from the rear, 
 along the rails located just below the 
 underside of the grill body (O). Insert the 
 grease cup (T) into position by sliding it onto 
 the rails located on the bottom side of the 
 grease pan (S).

COOKING GRATES

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.
To burn-off or heat clean your grill, turn the burners to highest position and run for 15 minutes
with the lid closed. Then turn off the burners and use a wire brush to clean excess food residue
from the grates.
The porcelain grates have an enamel finish (similar to glass) and should be handled with care 
not to chip.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

WARNING
If the instructions above are not followed, a fire or explosion may result, possibly 
causing serious bodily injury or death.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

1. The LP gas regulator is equipped    
    with an excess flow device that 
    allows sufficient gas to the burners 
    under normal circumstances.

Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.

COOKING GRATES

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.
To burn-off or heat clean your grill, turn the burners to highest position and run for 15 minutes
with the lid closed. Then turn off the burners and use a wire brush to clean excess food residue
from the grates.
The porcelain grates have an enamel finish (similar to glass) and should be handled with care 
not to chip.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

If the instructions above are not followed, a fire or explosion may result, possibly 
causing serious bodily injury or death.

1. The LP gas regulator is equipped    
    with an excess flow device that 
    allows sufficient gas to the burners 
    under normal circumstances. Rapid 
    changes in pressure can trigger this 
    device and prevent all but minimal 
    flow of gas to the burner, causing 
    a low flame and low heat output.

The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.
To burn-off or heat clean your grill, turn the burners to highest position and run for 15 minutes
with the lid closed. Then turn off the burners and use a wire brush to clean excess food residue
from the grates.
The porcelain grates have an enamel finish (similar to glass) and should be handled with care 
not to chip.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

1. The LP gas regulator is equipped    
    with an excess flow device that 
    allows sufficient gas to the burners 
    under normal circumstances.

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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.
To burn-off or heat clean your grill, turn the burners to highest position and run for 15 minutes
with the lid closed. Then turn off the burners and use a wire brush to clean excess food residue
from the grates.
The porcelain grates have an enamel finish (similar to glass) and should be handled with care 
not to chip.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

COOKING GRATES

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.

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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEANING THE BURNER ASSEMBLY 
        – Make sure the grill is cool

1. Turn gas off at the control knobs and propane tank.
2. Disconnect LP gas cylinder from hose and regulator.
3. Remove warming rack, cooking grates and heat tents.
4. Detach burner by removing the cotter pins at the back of the burners to detach them from the brackets.
5. Detach ignition wire from electrode by hand only. DO NOT use pliers or any other tool as it may 
    damage the electrode or wire.
6. Lift burner slowly.
7. Ensure all burner ports are clear of clogs. Use of a pin or paper clip works well.
8. Ensure burner is free of any damage. If damage is found, replace with new burner.
9. Ensure the end of the burner and primary air screen are clear from insect nests, dirt or debris.

RE-INSTALLING THE BURNER
Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

If the instructions above are not followed, a fire or explosion may result, possibly 
causing serious bodily injury or death.

For maximum fuel efficiency and cooking performance, flame should be a blue-yellow color and be 
between 1 - 2 inches high.
To check the flame, view the flame through the match 
lighting hole in the side of the firebox.

The best time to burn-off the cooking grates is after every use (approx. 15 minutes). The grill is
already hot from cooking thus requiring less fuel to obtain necessary temperature for burn-off.

Ensure that gas valve orifices are correctly positioned inside burner inlet (venturi).
The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.
It is recommended to view the correct position through the firebox vent holes as illustrated below.

The use of a flashlight may be necessary to ensure the correct position.

Después de hacer todas las conexiones, verifique que ninguna de las conexiones y los conectores de 
la válvula del tanque de gas PL, la manguera de gas ni el regulador tenga fugas con una solución de 
agua y jabón.
  Para evitar incendios o explosiones al revisar una fuga:

El cilindro de suministro de gas propano que se utilizará debe estar fabricado y marcado según las 
Specifications for LP-Gas Cylinders of the U.S. Department of Transportation (D.O.T.) or the National 
Standard of Canada, CAN/CSA-B339, Cylinders, Spheres and Tubes for Transportation of Dangerous 
Goods; and Commission, según corresponda; y debe incluir un dispositivo de prevención de 
sobrellenado homologado.
Sólo use cilindros de 9 kg (altura 46 cm, diámetro del tanque 24,99 cm, diámetro de la base: 20,40 cm) 
equipado con un dispositivo de conexión para el cilindro compatible con la conexión para electrodomésticos 
para cocinar en exteriores. El cilindro debe incluir un anillo para proteger su válvula. No debe dejar caer 
el cilindro de gas ni manipularlo bruscamente.
Si no utiliza el electrodoméstico, debe desconectar el cilindro de gas. Puede almacenar la unidad en el 
interior SÓLO si desconecta y retira el cilindro del electrodoméstico. Los cilindros se deben almacenar en 
el exterior, fuera del alcance de los niños, y no deben almacenarse en un edificio, garaje o cualquier otra 
área cerrada.

1. La válvula del tanque no está 
    instalada o completamente 
    abierta.
2. Vacíe el tanque.

3. Hay una mala conexión entre el 
    regulador de la válvula y el 
    acoplador del cilindro PL.

4. La entrada del quemador está 
    bloqueada.

1. Abra completamente la válvula 
    del tanque girándola en dirección    
    contraria a las manecillas del reloj.
2. Revise el nivel de combustible 
    y reemplace el combustible si 
    es necesario.
3. Cierre las perillas de la parrilla 
    y la válvula del cilindro PL 
    ubicada en la parte superior del 
    cilindro y revise la conexión 
    entre la válvula del regulador y 
    el acoplador del cilindro. 
    Desconecte y vuelva a 
    conectar si es necesario.
4. Limpie la entrada del quemador 
    (venturi) y el quemador como 
    se describe en la sección 
    Cuidado y mantenimiento del 
    manual.
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
