A Inflating the Tires
The tires are inflated when shipped, but they invariably may lose some pressure between the point of manufacturing
and your purchase. Always inflate tires to the correct PSI before first time use.

Lower air pressure can result in a shorter ride time.

Periodically check tires. Reinflate when needed.

Remove the valve cap and using a bicycle style tire pump equipped for a Schrader-type valve, inflate the tires to the
correct PSlindicated on the sidewall of the tires.

Your Rambler 12 may not have a fully charged battery; therefore you must charge the battery prior to use.
Be sure to charge the battery in a clean, dry location away from direct sunlight, flames or sparks.

e Always charge the battery immediately after riding.

Brake
