For long-term or unattended operation, connect the provided drain hose so that
condensate water can flow by gravity into a bucket or drain.

Note: Under normal conditions, a drain hose is not required; however, in high
temperature and high humidity environments, a drain hose should be connected.

Steps:

A.Turn off the unit.

B.Remove the drain plug located at the center of
the back of the unit.

C.Connect the drain hose securely, ensuring it is
straight and unobstructed.

D.Place the end of the hose above a drain or
container and ensure water can flow freely.

Air Filter Cleaning (Every Two Weeks)

Dust may accumulate on the air filter and restrict airflow, reducing system efficiency. A
blocked filter can also cause damage to the unit. The air filter must be cleaned regularly. It
is removable for easy maintenance. DO NOT operate the appliance without the air filter
installed, as this may contaminate the evaporator.

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Cleaning Steps:

1.Press the POWER button to turn off the unit and unplug it from the power outlet.
2.Remove the air filter from the appliance.

3.Use a vacuum cleaner to remove dust from the filter. Turn the filter over and rinse it
under running water. Let the water flow in the opposite direction of the air circulation.
4.Allow the filter to dry completely before reinstalling it.

WARNING: DO NOT touch the evaporator surface with bare hands, as it may cause injury.




STORAGE

If the unit will not be used for an extended period (more than a few weeks), it should
be thoroughly cleaned and completely dried before storage. Follow these steps:

3.Clean the air filter and let it dry completely in a shaded area.

4.Reinstall the filter in its original position.

5.Store the unit in an upright position.

6.Keep the unit indoors in a ventilated, dry, and non-corrosive environment.

ATTENTION: The evaporator must be fully dried before packing to prevent component
damage. You can either leave the unit unplugged in a dry, open area for several days or
run the unit in low-speed fan mode until the drainage pipe is dry. This ensures the interior
remains dry and prevents mold.
