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Installing the Batteries

@ Use a Philips screwdriver to
open the battery compartment
door.

@ Install 2 "AAA" size batteries
into the compartment, making
sure that the + and - polarities
match the diagram printed
inside.

©® Close the battery
compartment door and
tighten the battery door screw.
Don’t over tighten.
