Installing Handle Assembly (Latitude E6430 ATG)
1. Insert a paper clip into the release holes to unlock and remove the covering plugs 

from their slots.
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2. Place the handle assembly into the slots. Use the screws to tighten and secure the 
handle assembly to the computer.
