To replace the batteries at 
home:
1   Use a Philips screwdriver to 

open the battery 
compartment door.

2  Install 2 "AAA"  size batteries 
into the compartment, 
making sure that the + 
and - polarities match the 
diagram printed inside.

3 Close the battery 
compartment door and 
tighten the battery door 
screw. Don’t over tighten.

MP3 Mode
•   Connect one end of an MP3 Audio Cable (not included) to the headphone 
     or line out jack on your MP3 player or other audio device (not included). Plug 
     the other end of the MP3 Audio Cable to the line out jack on the side of 
     the microphone. The microphone will light up to confirm it is connected to 
     your device.   
•  Turn on and put your MP3 player/audio device in play mode. 
•   Press the Song Button on the microphone to play music through the speaker!
•   Press the Song Button again to switch between MP3 player device and Built-in Song.

Note: There is a 5 minute timer that will automatically turn off MP3 playback. 
          Press the Song Button to resume MP3 playback.
