IMPORTANT: After transit where the fridge has been on its side or back, ensure that it is placed in a level, up-
right position for 12 hours to allow compressor fluids to redistribute evenly before use.
PRIOR TO INSTALLATION

At delivery, please check that the fridge is complete and has not been damaged during transport. It is not
advised to connect an appliance that has been damaged, especially if there is damage to the electrical supply
cable or refrigerant circuit. In the event of damage please contact your local product dealer or Unique Appli-
ances for assistance.

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance must be grounded. Grounding reduces the risk of electrical shock by providing an escape wire
for the electrical current.

* A specially grounded, 3-prong plug has been connected to the power cable of your refrigerator. The power
cord must be plugged into a properly grounded socket of at least 10 amperes. If there is no such socket in
your house, or if the wall outlet is a 2-prong outlet, have the correct socket installed by an authorised electri-
cian. The serial rating plate indicates the correct voltage and frequency for the appliance.

* The operating voltage for your fridge freezer is 115-127 V at 60Hz.
Before connecting your appliance, ensure that the information on the data plate (voltage and connected
load) matches that of the main electricity supply. If in doubt, consult a qualified electrician.

* The appliance must be connected with a properly installed fused socket. The power supply (AC) and voltage
at the operating point must match with the details on the name plate of the appliance (the name plate is
located on the inside of the appliance).

* We do not accept responsibility for any damages that occur due to ungrounded usage.

* Installation work and adjustments on the appliance must be carried out by qualified personnel only. Work
performed by persons with inadequate technical knowledge can adversely affect the performance of the
appliance, and may cause damage to the equipment, and void the warranty.

* It is dangerous to make alterations or attempt to modify this product in any way. Product alterations will void
the warranty.

WARNING
* Improper use of the grounding plug can result in a risk of electric shock.

* Consult a qualified electrician or service agent if the grounding instructions are not completely understood, or
if doubt exists as to whether the appliance is properly grounded.

UNPACKING AND CLEANING

IMPORTANT: After transit where the fridge has been on its side or back, ensure that the fridge is in a level, up-
right position for 12 hours before connecting the appliance to a power source, as this will reduce the possibility
of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling during transportation.

UNPACKING AND CLEANING

Remove all packaging and securing tapes from the appliance. To avoid injury and causing damage to the appli-
ance, be extremely cautious when using sharp or pointed tools during unpacking. Keep children away from the
packaging material - DANGER OF SUFFOCATION!

Wash the inside and outside of the appliance with lukewarm water and a mild soap or detergent. Abrasive or
corrosive cleaning agents, steel wool, scouring sponges, or chemical cleaning agents should not be used under
any circumstances. A sponge, soft brush or towel is recommended. After cleaning, thoroughly rinse and dry.
You may want to leave the doors open allowing the compartments to ventilate for 20-30 minutes to get rid

of residual odors. Check with your local Environmental Agency for recommendations on recycling packaging
materials in your area.



INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

POSITIONING THE APPLIANCE

The area in which the fridge is to be installed must be relatively cool, dry, and suitably ventilated. The area must

be protected against any inclement weather (rain, snow) and excessive surface dust. To ensure proper function,
the appliance must be placed on a flat, firm, and stable surface resting level on all four supports. The floor must
be strong enough to support a fully loaded cabinet. Use wood or metal shims to level the fridge if necessary. Do
not place the appliance in direct sunlight or near sources of heat, such as a stove or heater, as this can increase

electrical consumption.

Extremely cold ambient temperatures may also cause the appliance to perform improperly.

Do not place the fridge close to heat sources (heater, stove, boiler, chimney, etc.), and avoid prolonged exposure
to direct sunlight. When the fridge is operational, the side panels of the fridge may feel hot; this is normal. as the
appliance uses the exterior walls to transfer heat from the inside of the cabinet. Ensure that there is adequate
space between the fridge and neighboring walls or large objects. IMPORTANT: The back of the refrigerator
should be placed against a wall allowing for an air space of a maximum of 3 inches (7.6 cm.)

This will provide sufficient airflow around the appliance resulting in more efficient operation and longer appli-
ance lifetime.

Always keep the air vent openings of the compressor housing cover free from dust and obstructions.

This appliance is intended for free-standing installation only and is not intended to be built into a cabinet or
counter.

INSTALLATION
* This appliance is heavy. Take care when moving it.
* The plug must be accessible after installation.

* Be sure that the appliance does not stand on the electrical supply cable. Also, be sure the electrical cable is
not squeezed or bent when the appliance is being installed or moved.

+ Do not install the appliance near water, for example: in a wet basement or near a sink.
* Position the appliance where it will not be exposed to direct sunlight.

* The appliance must never be used outdoors or exposed to rain or snow.

« There should be a clearance of at least 6 inches (15.25 cm) from the top of the appliance.

* In order for the appliance to work efficiently there must be a gap around it for air circulation. When positioning
the product in a recessed area against a wall, ensure the following clearances:

- a space of 4 inches (10.16 cm) between top surface and ceiling
- a space of 2 inches (5 cm) between walls and side panels
- the distance between the appliance and back wall must be a maximum of 3 inches (7.6 cm)

+ Do not place or store anything on top of your appliance. Never place anything heavy on top of the appliance.

+ Do not cover the body or top of fridge-freezer with any kind of covering or material. This will affect the perfor-
mance of your fridge-freezer.

* Position the appliance at least 20"/51 cm away from stoves, gas ovens and heater cores, and at least 2"/5 cm
away from electrical ovens.

« If your appliance is placed next to a deep freezer, there must be a gap of at least 1"/2.5 cm to prevent
humidity forming on the outer surface.



INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS (continued)

+ Use the adjustable front legs (levelling feet) to make sure your appliance is level and stable. You can adjust
the legs by turning them in either direction. This must be done before placing food in the appliance.

/\ CAUTION

* This appliance is intended for household use only. It is not designed for outside installation, including any-
where that is not temperature controlled (porches, vehicles, etc.)

* Do not store any containers with flammable vapors or liquids in or around the appliance, such as organic sol-
vents, spray cans, gas cans, etc. Danger of explosion!

+ Do not connect your appliance to the main electricity supply using an extension cord or plug adapter.
* Do not use damaged, torn or old plugs.

+ Do not pull, bend, or damage the cord.

* Never touch the power cord/plug with wet hands. This may cause a short circuit or electric shock.

+ Do not place glass bottles or cans in the ice-making compartment as they may burst when the contents
freeze.

+ Do not place explosive or flammable material in your fridge. Store drinks with high alcohol content vertically
in the fridge compartment and make sure their tops are tightly closed.

+ When removing ice from the ice-making compartment, do not touch it with bare hands as it may cause frost
burns and/or cuts.

+ Do not touch frozen goods with wet hands. Do not eat ice-cream or ice cubes immediately after they are re-
moved from the ice-making compartment to avoid frost burn or injury to lips/tongue.

+ Do not re-freeze thawed frozen food. Even after freezing, bacterial growth can cause health issues such as
food poisoning.

CLEANING

+ Always disconnect your appliance from the electrical power supply before cleaning.

« Allow the inside of fridge/freezer to fully thaw, then wash the inside and outside of the appliance with luke-
warm water and a mild soap or detergent. Abrasive or corrosive cleaning agents, steel wool, scouring spong-
es, or chemical cleaning agents should not be used under any circumstances.

SERVICING

* This product should be serviced by an authorized technician and only genuine parts should be used.

+ Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair the appliance yourself unless advised by Unique Ap-
pliances. Repairs carried out by inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious malfunctioning of the
appliance.

OPERATION

INFORMATION ABOUT OUR NEW GENERATION COOLING TECHNOLOGY

Our new generation Less Frost cooling technology is powered by a wraparound evaporator that offers efficient
cooling power, more storage room and requires less manual defrosting.

SETTING THE THERMOSTAT

The thermostat automatically regulates the internal temperature of the fridge/freezer. The thermostat rang-
es from 1 (warmest) to 5 (coolest). To set the temperature, rotate the knob to select the desired temperature
range.

IMPORTANT
Turning the knob beyond position 1 (to the black dot) will turn your appliance off.

NOTE

The optimal setting for fridge and freezer
efficiency is 4.

Thermostat Control

TEMPERATURE SETTING WARNINGS

Your appliance is designed to operate in the ambient temperature ranges stated in the standards, according to
the climate class stated on the information label. It is not recommended to operate the fridge in environments
which are outside of the stated temperature ranges. This will reduce the cooling efficiency of the appliance.

Temperature adjustments should be made according to the frequency of door openings, the
quantity of food kept inside the appliance and the ambient temperature of the location of your appliance.

+ When the appliance is first switched on, allow it to run for 24 hours in order to reach operating temperature.
During this time, do not open the door and do not keep a large quantity of food inside.

« A delay function is applied to prevent damage to the compressor of your appliance when connecting or dis-
connecting to the main power supply, or when an electrical interruption occurs.



FEATURES

ICE CUBE TRAY
* Fill the ice trays with water and place them in the freezer compartment.

« After the water has completely frozen, you can twist the trays as as shown below
to remove the ice cubes.

THE CRISPER DRAWER

The crisper drawer keeps fresh fruit and vegetables at the optimum level of
humidity, and allows food to be organized and accessed easily.

REMOVING THE CRISPER DRAWER

* Pull the box towards you, as far as possible

* Pull the front of the box up off of its rails and remove it

NOTE: Always keep a secure hold on the box while removing it.

« After cleaning, reverse these instructions to re-install the crisper drawers.

REPLACING THE CRISPER FILTER

The crisper filter removes ethylene gas (a volatile organic compound released
naturally from fresh foods) and unpleasant odors from the crisper so that food
stays fresher longer.

* For best performance, replace the filter every 6 months. To order replacement
filters (UGP-VT42327695), visit www.uniqueappliances.com or contact Unique

* To replace the filter, remove the back cover of the filter box by pulling it in the
direction of the arrow. Remove the old filter, position the replacement filter in
the unit and replace the back cover.

PLASTIC SCRAPER

After some time, frost may accumulate in certain areas of the freezer and should
be removed regularly. Use the plastic scraper provided; do not use sharp metal
objects which could puncture the refrigerator circuit and cause irreparable
damage to the unit.

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FOOD STORAGE

REFRIGERATOR COMPARTMENT

* To reduce humidity and frost formation inside the appliance, be sure to store liquids in sealed con-
tainers as frost can develop as liquid evaporates.

+ Allow warm foods to cool before covering and storing them in the fridge. Storing warm foods can
increase the temperature/humidity inside the fridge, possible spoiling other stored foods and reduc-
ing the appliance efficiency.

+ Make sure no items are in direct contact with the rear wall of the appliance as frost will develop and
packaging may stick to it.

+ Do not open the refrigerator door frequently, as this can increase the internal temperature and re-
duce efficiency.

+ We recommend that meat and clean fish are wrapped and stored on the glass shelf above the crisp-
er where the air is cooler.

« Store loose fruit and vegetables in the crisper container.

- Storing fruit and vegetables separately helps prevent ethylene-sensitive vegetables (green leaves,
broccoli, carrot, etc.) from being affected by ethylene releasing fruits (bananas, peaches, apricots,
figs, etc.).

* Do not put wet vegetables into the refrigerator.

« Storage time for all food products depends on the initial quality of the food and an uninterrupted
refrigeration cycle before refrigerator storage.

* Liquid leaking from meat may contaminate other products in the refrigerator. Package meat prod-
ucts securely and immediately clean any leakages if they occur.

* Do not put food in front of the air flow passage as this may damage food item and can reduce effi-
ciency.

+ Consume packaged foods before the recommended expiry date.

* To ensure the refrigerator compartiment maintains an accurate temperature, do not allow food to
come into contact with the temperature sensor located in the refrigerator compartment.

* For optimal everyday use, set the temperature of your refrigerator to position 4.

* To ensure safe food storage, the temperature of the fridge compartment should be set between 32 -
46°F/0°- 8°C. Temperatures colder than 32°F/0°C can freeze/damage fresh food, and temperatures
warmer than 46°F/8°C can cause bacterial growth and spoilage.

* To prevent cross contamination, meat products and fruit and/or vegetables should not be stored
together.



FOOD STORAGE (continued

The table below is a quick guide to show you the most efficient way to store the major food groups in your
refrigerator compartment.

NOTE: Potatoes, onions and garlic should not be stored in the refrigerator.

FREEZER COMPARTMENT

* The freezer is used for storing frozen food, freezing fresh food, and making ice cubes.

* Food in liquid form should be frozen in sealed plastic containers, while solid food should be
frozen in plastic pouches or bags. Wrap and seal fresh food properly; packaging should be airtight and
shouldn’t leak. Special freezer bags, aluminum foil, polythene bags, and plastic containers are ideal.

* Do not store fresh food next to frozen food as it can thaw the frozen food.
« Before freezing fresh food, divide it into smaller portions or single serving sizes.
+ Cook or consume thawed frozen food within a short period of time after defrosting.

+ Always follow the manufacturer’s instructions on food packaging when storing frozen food. If no information
is provided, food should not be stored for more than 3 months from the date of purchase.

+ When purchasing frozen food, make sure that it has been stored under appropriate conditions and that the
packaging is not damaged. Do not purchase frozen food if the packaging shows signs of humidity and ab-
normal swelling. It may have been stored at an unsuitable temperature and the contents have deteriorated.

* Frozen food should be transported in appropriate containers and placed in the freezer as soon as possible.

* The storage life of frozen food depends on the room temperature, the thermostat setting, how often the door
is opened, the type of food, and the length of time required to transport the product from the shop to your
home. Always follow the instructions printed on the packaging and never exceed the maximum storage life
indicated.

« If the freezer door has been left open for a long time or was not closed properly, frost can form and prevent
efficient air circulation. To resolve this, unplug the freezer, empty the contents and allow it to defrost. Clean
the freezer once it has fully defrosted.

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FOOD STORAGE (continued

* The freezer volume stated on the label is the volume without the shelf.

* Do not refreeze thawed food, as this affects food quality, and an increased bacterial count from initial thaw-
ing can cause problems such as food poisoning.

IMPORTANT
If you attempt to open the freezer door immediately after closing it, you may find it difficult to open.
This is normal; once the air pressure has equalized within the freezer compartment the door will open easily.

CLEANING AND DEFROSTING

INTERNAL/EXTERNAL CLEANING

A Disconnect the unit from the power supply before performing any cleaning or maintenance.

Wash the inside of the appliance with lukewarm water and a mild soap. Never use abrasive or corrosive clean-
ing agents, steel wool, scouring sponges, chemical cleaning agents, or highly scented cleaning products to
clean the interior or exterior as these will damage the surface and leave behind a strong odor. A sponge, tow-
el, or soft brush is recommended. Wash with a mixture of two tablespoons (30ml) of baking soda to 1 quart
(1.14L) warm water. After cleaning, wipe all surfaces with a soft cloth and clean water to rinse, and allow the
fridge/freezer to dry.

+ Do not wash the appliance by pouring water on or in it. Make sure that no water enters the lamp housing and/
or other electrical components.

* Clean the accessories separately by hand with soap and water. Do not put accessories in a dishwasher.

« Clean the condenser with a brush at least twice a year. This will help to sustain performance and save on
energy costs. The power supply must be disconnected during cleaning.

CARE AND CLEANING OF THE EVAPORATOR TRAY

* The condensation that results from normal operation flows through the water col-
lection spout and into the water tray behind the appliance where it evaporates.

+ Make sure you have disconnected the plug of your appliance before cleaning the -
water tray. Wipe out the tray with a soapy sponge regularly to prevent odours from g 4 °
forming.

* The evaporation tray and the water drain hole should be cleaned periodically.
* You can also clean the drain hole by pouring half a glass of water through it.

DEFROSTING THE FRIDGE/FREEZER evaporator tray

* Frost will accumulate inside the freezer, depending on the frequency of the door being opened, the length
of time the door is left open or the amount of moisture introduced. It is essential to ensure that no frost or
ice is allowed to form in places that could affect the fit of the door seal, as this could allow air in the freez-
er, prompting continuous running of the compressor. Light frost formation is quite soft and can be easily
removed with a brush or plastic scraper. Do not use metal or sharp scrapers, mechanical devices or other
means to accelerate the defrosting process. Remove all dislodged frost from the cabinet floor. It is not nec-
essary to switch off the appliance for the removal of light frost.




CLEANING AND DEFROSTING (continued)

* For the removal of heavy ice deposits, disconnect the appliance from the mains
supply, empty the freezer contents into cardboard boxes or coolers and wrap in thick
blankets or layers of paper to keep cool. Defrosting is most effective if carried out
when the freezer is nearly empty and should be done as quickly as possible to prevent
thawing the contents. An increase in temperature of frozen food will shorten its stor-
age life. Keep contents well wrapped and cool while freezer defrosting is taking place.

* Do not use metal or sharp scrapers, mechanical devices or other means to accelerate <
the defrosting process.

* To accelerate the defrosting process, place one or more bowls of warm water in the
freezer compartment.

« After defrosting is complete, clean the inside of the appliance with a solution
of warm water and baking soda, then dry thoroughly. Wash all removable
parts in the same way and reassemble. Reconnect the appliance to the
mains supply and leave for 2 to 3 hours on setting 5 before introducing the
food back into the freezer.

+ Examine the contents when replacing them in the freezer and if some of
the packages have thawed out, they should be eaten within 24 hours, or be
cooked and re-frozen.

1. Remove the clear plastic bulb guard by unscrewing the single screw that holds it in place (shown)

REPOSITIONING THE DOOR

It is not possible to change the opening direction of your appliance door if door handles are installed on the
front surface of the appliance door.

VACATION
+ Short vacations: Leave the appliance operating during vacations of less than three weeks.

* Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove all items and disconnect the ap-
pliance from its power source. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth, leave
the door open slightly, blocking it open if necessary.

MOVING

+ Disconnect the appliance from the power supply and remove all items.
* Tape down shelves inside the appliance.

* Turn the adjustable legs up to the base to avoid damage.

* Tape the door shut.

* Be sure the appliance stays in the upright position during transportation. Protect the outside of the appliance
with padding or wrap it in a blanket.

« If the appliance is placed on its back or side during transportation, upon reaching the destination, allow it to
remain upright for 6 hours before plugging in to avoid damage to internal components.

* The compressor may run loudly or the compressor/refrigerator noise may increase
temporarily depending on the ambient temperature, or when the fridge is plugged in and
turned on for the first time. This is normal; when the refrigerator reaches the required
temperature, the noise will decrease automatically.

A “cracking” sound can occur:

A short “cracking” sound occurs:
* When the thermostat switches the compressor on/off.

* The compressor may run more loudly than normal for a short time when it is first activated.

A bubbling noise and splashing sound occurs:
* This is the sound of the refrigerant flowing through the system.

The sound of dripping water occurs:

* This is a normal sound as water flows and collects in the evaporation container.
The sound of blowing air occurs:

* This is the sound of air circulation during the normal operation of the system.

Humidity increases more quickly when the doors are opened
frequently, especially if the ambient humidity is high.

« If you are not going to use your appliance for a long time (e.g. during a holiday or vacation) unplug and empty
it. Clean the appliance according to the directions on page 15 and leave the door open to prevent odor and
mold growth.

* The appliance you have purchased is designed for domestic use only. It is not suitable for commercial or
common use. If the consumer uses the appliance in a way that does not comply with this, the manufacturer
and the dealer will not be responsible for any repair and failure within the guarantee period.

ENERGY SAVING TIPS

1. Install the appliance in a cool, well ventilated room, but not in direct sunlight and not near a heat source
(such as a radiator or oven) otherwise an insulating plate should be used.

2. Allow warm food and drinks to cool before placing them inside the appliance.

3. When possible, place thawing food in the refrigerator compartment. The lower temperature of the frozen
food will help cool the refrigerator compartment while it is thawing, helping to save energy.

4. Drinks or other liquids should be covered when inside the appliance. If left uncovered, the humidity inside
the appliance will increase, and the appliance will use more energy. Keeping drinks and other liquids covered
also helps to preserve their flavour.

5. Avoid keeping the doors open for long periods and/or opening the doors too frequently as warm air will enter
the appliance and cause the compressor to switch on unnecessarily often.

6. Keep the covers of the different temperature compartments (such as the crisper and/or chiller) closed.

7. The door gasket must be kept clean and pliable. In case of wear, replace the gasket.
