e Assembling and dismantling the blower tube (See fig. 1)
Always remove the battery pack before assembling the blower tube.

— Align the blower tube (2) and the blower (10) as illustrated in 1a. Push the blower tube towards the
blower to the end. Make sure that the locking latch engages (7) with the blower firmly.

—To dismantle the blower tube, press the locking latch and pull out the blower tube from the blower.

Less pressure on the trigger results in a lower
blowing flow rate velocity.

—Hold the blower with one hand on the control handle - wrap your thumb around the handle.
— Depress the variable speed trigger to initiate air flow from the blower.

— Adjust the air velocity to the desired task operation.

—To turn the blower off, release the variable speed trigger.

Speed adjusting dial

The blower can be locked at any air velocity with the speed adjusting dial (4).

— Rotate the speed adjusting dial forward to start the blower. The air velocity rate will increase the
more the dial is rotated forward.

—To decrease the air velocity rate turn, rotate the speed adjusting dial backwards.

—To turn the blower off, rotate the speed adjusting dial backwards all the way to the off position.
TURBO button

The TURBO button (3) increases the motor’s RPM by 30% for Max air flow

— Depress the variable speed trigger and TURBO button simultaneously to run the air velocity of
motor at Max.

—Release the TURBO switch, the speed of motor will return to the normal air velocity.
