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CPU Socket

The AM5 socket is a modern CPU socket designed for AMD processors. It is a key
component in contemporary computing systems, providing the foundation for
powerful and efficient CPUs.

Installing the CPU to the AM5 socket

The surface of the AM5 CPU has two notches and a golden triangle to assist in
correctly lining up the CPU for motherboard placement. The golden triangle is the Pin
lindicator.

To install the CPU, align the two notches on the AM5 socket with the two corresponding
notches on the CPU. Please ensure that the gold triangle on the CPU serves as the PIN
lindicator during the installation process.

Whenever the CPU is not installed, always protect the CPU socket pins by covering
the socket with the protective cap.

The CPU should only fit in one orientation, so do not force it. Gently place the CPU
into the socket without applying excessive pressure.

Please handle the CPU by the edges only; avoid touching the pins or the surface of
the CPU. Any damage to the pins can result in a malfunctioning CPU.

When installing a CPU, always remember to install a CPU heatsink. A CPU heatsink is
necessary to prevent overheating and maintain system stability.

Please install the CPU cooler according to the manufacturer’ s instructions. Make
sure it is securely a tight seal with the CPU and attached to the motherboard to
ensure proper heat dissipation.

Overheating can seriously damage the CPU and motherboard. Always make sure the
cooling fans work properly to protect the CPU from overheating. Be sure to apply an
even layer of thermal paste (or thermal tape) between the CPU and the heatsink to
enhance heat dissipation.

Before attempting to
overclock, please make sure that all other system components can tolerate
overclocking. Any attempt to operate beyond product specifications is not
recommended.

To ensure system stability for Dual channel mode, memory modules must be of the
same type, number and density.

Some memory modules may operate at a lower frequency than the marked value
when overclocking due to the memory frequency operates dependent on its Serial
Presence Detect (SPD). Go to BIOS and find the DRAM Speed to set the memory
frequency if you want to operate the memory at the marked or at a higher frequency.

It is recommended to use a more efficient memory cooling system for full DIMMs
installation or overclocking.

The stability and compatibility of installed memory module depend on installed CPU
and devices when overclocking.
