Please unpack the range hood and accessories carefully.

Remove the baffle filters, check any dent or damage inside and outside.

If found any loosing parts, please remove them.

Place the range hood on a flat stable surface, plug in 120V AC power

source. Press the power button and the speed buttons to turn on.

5. Check if any unusual metal touching noise, check the speed variation,
and press the Light button to check the lights.

Research, plan and prepare the optional accessories & tools.

Duct venting and accessories (NOT INCLUDED)

If for new installation or your old range hood doesn’t have exhaust duct, prepare
to cut the openings through the bottom of the cabinet, wall, or top cabinet to
ceiling. And purchase the 6” metal duct (or 6” semi-rigid aluminum duct for
easy connection). Refer to Section 5 VENTING METHODS for detail.

Check the existing exhaust duct size. If not 6” round metal duct, try to

get the converter / reducer / adapter / elbow as shown in the pictures.

Damper is NOT included. Because the damper generates NOISE when the shutters are flipping, we DO
NOT recommend installing the damper directly attached to the top vent of the range hood. You can install
the damper between ducts and close to the air outlet near roof or side wall. If the roof cap or side wall cap
already has a damper, don’t need to add the damper.

Also prepare the cutting tools (jig saw or reciprocating saw), screw drivers or power drill, level,

measuring tape, knife, duct/foil tape, screws, marker/pencil, etc.
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2 people are required for the installation.

Installation Cautions

The installation in this manual is intended for qualified installers, service technicians or persons with
similar qualified background. Installation and electrical wiring must be done by qualified professionals
and in accordance with all applicable codes and standards, including fire-rated construction.

DO NOT attempt to install this appliance yourself. Injury could result from installing the unit due to lack
of appropriate electrical and technical background.

Range hood may have very sharp edges; please wear protective gloves if it is necessary to remove any

parts for installing, cleaning or servicing.
Before installation, turn on the range hood to test for any damage / defect due to shipping.
Due to the size and weight of this range hood, two people installation is required.

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons:

For general ventilating use only. DO NOT use to exhaust hazardous or explosive materials and vapors.
The combustion air flow needed for safe operation of fuel-burning equipment may be affected by this
unit’s operation. Follow the heating equipment manufacturer’s guideline and safety standards such as
those published by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), and the American Society of
Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE), and the local code authorities.
Before servicing or cleaning unit, unplug the power cord or switch power OFF at service panel and lock
service panel to pre-vent power from being switched ON accidentally.

Clean grease laden surfaces frequently. To reduce the risk of fire and to disperse air properly, make sure
to vent air outdoors. DO NOT vent exhaust into spaces between walls, crawl spaces, ceiling, attics or
garages.

Use only metal ductwork and this unit MUST be grounded.

Sufficient air is needed for proper combustion and exhausting of gases through the duct to prevent back
drafting.

When cutting or drilling into wall or ceiling, be careful not to damage electrical wiring or other hidden
utilities.

All electrical wiring must be properly installed, insulated and grounded.

Old duct work should be cleaned or replaced if necessary to avoid the possibility of a grease fire.
Check all joints on duct work to insure proper connection and all joints should be properly taped.

Use this unit only in the manner intended by the manufacturer. If you have questions, contact the vendor.

To reduce the risk of a stove top grease fire:
Keep all fan, baffle, spaces, filter, grease tunnel, oil container and grease-laden surfaces clean. Grease

should not be allowed to accumulate on fan, baffle, spaces, filter, and grease tunnel and oil container.
Always turn range hood ON when cooking at high heat or when cooking flaming foods.

Use high settings on cooking range only when necessary.

Never leave surface units (countertop/stove) unattended at high settings. Boil overs cause smoking and
greasy spillover that may ignite. Heat oils slowly on low or medium settings.

Clean ventilating fan frequently.

Always use appropriate cookware and utensils size.
Always use cookware appropriate for the size of the surface element.

To reduce the risk of injury to persons in the event of a stove top grease fire:
SMOTHER FLAMES with a close-fitting lid, cookie sheet, or metal tray, then turn OFF the burner.
BECAREFUL TO PREVENT BURNS. NEVER PICK UP A FLAMING PAN—you may be burned.

. VENTING HEIGHT REQUIREMENTS

Vent system must terminate to the outside (roof or side
wall).

DO NOT terminate the vent system in an attic or other
enclosed area.

DO NOT use 4” (10.2 cm) laundry-type wall caps.

Use metal/aluminum vent only. Rigid or flexible metal /
aluminum vent duct is recommended.

DO NOT use plastic vent.

Always keep the duct clean to ensure proper airflow.
Measure and estimate the following figures before
installation:

1. Distance between the countertop/stove to the bottom of

the range hood. Recommend 24" to 30" for ideal
performance, minimum 24" (inches) for safety

concern.
2. Height of hood and duct.

For the most efficient & quiet operation:

A distance of 24” to 30” is recommended between stove
top and the bottom of range hood.

The vent duct isn’t included. It is recommended that the
range hood be vented vertically through the roof through
6” (15.24 cm) or bigger round metal/aluminum vent work,
such as 6 in. x 8 ft. semi-rigid aluminum flexible duct.
The size of the vent should be uniform.

Use no more than three 90° elbows.

Make sure there is a minimum of 24” (61 cm) of straight
vent between the elbows if more than one elbow is used.
DO NOT install two elbows together.

The length of vent system and number of elbows should be
kept to a minimum to pro-vide efficient performance.

The vent system should have a damper. The damper can be
installed in the duct near to the roof or wall cap. Not
recommend to use damper on top of the range hood,
because the damper has big noise.

Use silver tape or duct tape to seal all joints in the vent
system.

Use caulking silicone to seal exterior wall or roof opening
around the cap.

IMPORTANT:

Please use Duct Run Calculation below to compute total available duct run when using elbows,
transitions and caps.

ALWAYS, when possible, reduce the number or transitions and turns. If long duct run is required,
increase duct size from 6” to 7, 8” or 9”. If a reducer is used, install a long reducer instead of a pancake
reducer. Reducing duct size will restrict airflow and decrease airflow, thus reduce duct size as far away
from opening as possible.

If turns or transitions are required: Install as far away from opening and as far apart, between 2, as
possible.

Minimum mount height between stove top to hood bottom should be no less than 24-inch.

Maximum mount height between stove top to hood bottom should be no higher than 32-inch.

It is important to install the hood at the proper mounting height. Hoods mounted too low could result in
heat damage and firc hazard; while hoods mounted too high will be hard to reach and will reduce its
performance and efficiency.

If available, also refer to stove top manufacturer’s height clearance requirements and recommended
hood mounting height above range.

Minimum Duct Size:
*  Round - 6” minimum
« Rectangular - 3-1/4 x 10” minimum (requires a 6” to 3-1/4x10” adaptor, not supplied)

Calculating Vent System Length

To calculate the length of the system you need, deduct the equivalent feet for each vent piece used in the

system from the recommended maximum duct run.

Decide the location of the venting pipe from the hood to the outside.

A straight, short vent run will allow the hood to perform more efficiently. Try to avoid as many transitions,
elbows, and long run as possible. This may reduce the performance of the hood.

IMPORTANT:

NEVER exhaust air or terminate duct work into spaces between walls, crawl spaces, ceiling, attics or
garages. All exhaust must be ducted to the outside.

Fasten all connections with sheet metal screws and tape all joints with certified Silver Tape or Duct Tape.
Use caulking to seal exterior wall or roof opening around the cap.

DO NOT have a fuse in the neutral or ground circuit.

The 3-prong outlet should be grounded. If the power cord

plug is not used, the power cord’s green wire should be connected to ground. Check
with a qualified electrician if you are not sure that the range hood is properly
grounded.

DO NOT ground to a gas pipe.

The range hood must be connected with copper wire/plug only.

The range hood should be connected directly to the fused disconnect (or circuit
breaker) box through flexible armored or non-metallic sheathed copper cable. ETL

Measure the distance between stove top and the bottom of range hood. A distance of 24” to 30” is
recommended. Minimum 24” is required for safety concern.
Decide the venting method and the location of the venting pipe from the hood to the outside.

From left to right: Lighting Key (K1), Timer Key (K2), LED Display, Speed Key (K3),

Power Key (K4).

When the power supply is connected, all indicator lights will turn on and then off
after 1 second. Press K4 to open the hood.

When the hood is on, press K3 to activate Fan Speed 1; press it again to activate
Fan Speed 2, and so on to activate Fan Speed 3 and 4. The fan speed cycles as
follows: 1>2—>3—-4—->0—>1->2—>3—4.

If the fan is operating at any speed, press K2 to enable Timer Mode. The default
timer is 3 minutes, and the countdown will startimmediately. Alternatively, press
K2 or K3 to set the desired timer (maximum 15 minutes).

Press K1 to turn the light on or off. Touch and hold K1 to adjust the light's
brightness from 0% to 100% as needed.

Gesture control: Swipe your hand from left to right to activate Fan Speed 1;
swipe again to activate Fan Speed 2, 3, and 4 in sequence. Conversely, swipe

your hand from right to left to decrease the speed level.

Press the Light button once and the lamps will turn on.

Press the Light button again and the lamps will turn off.

Press and Hold the Light button to adjust the Brightness of the lamps. Release the
Light button until the desired brightness is reached.
The Light button operates independently from the Power button. It works even
when the range hood is not turned on.
Always turn off the Lights before powering off the range hood.

Press the Power button once and the hood will be activated.

Press the Power button again will activate the Delayed Auto Shutoff function.
Press the Power button the 3rd time will shutoff the range hood immediately.
Delayed Auto Shutoff Function
When the hood is operating in any speed, press the Power button once will activate
the Delayed Auto Shutoff function. The range hood will shutoff automatically in 3
minutes.

Medium Speed Mode

Press the Medium Speed button will activate the hood at Medium speed.

High Speed Mode

Press the High Speed button will activate the hood at High speed.

Selecting Speed Modes

Press the Power button once to activate the hood. The LED on the Power button will
be illuminated.

Press one of the four speed button to activate the desire speed. The LED on the
speed button will be illuminated accordingly.
To switch to a different speed mode, press a different speed button. The LED on the
speed button will be illuminated accordingly.

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Blower Speed Selection:

*  While the power is on, press lncrease + or Decrease - button to start the blower. Press Increase +
button to increase blower speed (F1 to F4) as indicated in LCD panel. The /ncrease + button cycles
blower settings from off (00), quiet speed (F1), low speed (F2), medium speed (F3) to high speed (F4).
While the range hood is on and the blower is running, press Decrease - button to decrease blower
speed (F4 to F1) as indicated in LCD panel.

Light Control:

*  Press Light Control button once to turn on the lights, and once again to turn off the lights.

» The Light Control button operates independently from the Power Control (On/Off) button. Pressing the
Power Control button will not turn LED lights ON or OFF. While Light Control button will be affected
by the power-off delay function. Activating the delay function will turn LED lights OFF immediately.

Power-Off Delay Function:

*  While the range hood is on and the blower is running in normal mode, press Power-Off Delay button
to activate delay off timer and “Power-Off Delay” icon will appear in LCD panel.
Adjust 1o desired period of delay off timer by pressing Increase + or Decrease - button (minimum 1
minute to maximum 15 minutes).
Timer begins to countdown immediately, when it reaches 0, both the blower and light will shut off
immediately.

Remote Control:

* Remote control sensor receives infrared (IR) signal from the remote control. The maximum distance
for IR data transmission is 3 meter (10 ft.) and requires direct line of sight. The transmission distance
may vary depending on temperature and remote control battery condition.

Note: Light settings are independent from other settings (including power-off delay) and lights have to be
manually turned on or off.

Operation Cautions:

* Read and understand all instructions and warnings in this manual before operating the appliance.

« Always leave safety grills and filters in place. Without these components, operating blowers could catch
on to hair, fingers and loose clothing.
NEVER dispose cigarette ashes, ignitable substances, or any foreign objects into blowers.
NEVER leave cooking unattended. When frying, oil in the pan can easily overheat and catch fire. The
risk of self-combustion is higher when the oil has been used several times.

NEVER cook on “open” flames under the range hood. Check deep-fryers during use: Superheated oil

may be flammable.

If the range hood or LED
light does not operate after
installation

Check if the range hood has been plugged in, make sure that all power has
been turned back ON, fused not blown and all electrical wiring are
properly connected.

Swap out light assembly to working ones to deter-mine whether it is
caused by defective bulbs. See Replacing the Light Bulbs on Page 14.

The range hood vibrates
when the blower is on

The range hood might not have been secured properly on to the cabinet or
wall.

The blower or fan seems
weak

Check that the duct sized used is at least 6” or 3-1/4 x 10”. Range hood
WILL NOT function efficiently with insufficient duct size. For example:
7" duct over 6” top vent and loosely secured.

Check if duct is clogged or if damper unit (half-circular flapper) is not
installed correctly or opening properly. A tight mesh on a side wall cap
unit might also cause restriction to the air flow.

The lights work but the
blower is not spinning at
all, is stuck or is rattling

The blower might be jammed or scraping the bottom due to shipping
damage.

Disconnect the power cord, remove the fan grill and the fan blade, might
see the fan blade or/and motor is not in the proper position (offset from the
center). Try to fix/adjust it or please contact us immediately.

The hood is not venting out
properly

Make sure the distance between the stove top and the bottom of the hood is
within recommended 277 and 30” in distance. *Due to different ceiling
height configurations, recommended height may not be applicable.
Reduce the number of elbows and length of duct work. Check if all joints
are properly connected, sealed, and taped.

Make sure the power is on high speed for heavy cooking.




Replacing the Light Bulbs:
11. MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING * This range hood uses LED bulbs: 3W 12V.
* Make sure the range hood is unplugged or turn OFF breaker.
Cleaning: 1. Gently pull the defective bulb assembly straight out from the edge, and then disconnect the wires.
* The saturation of greasy residue in the blower and filters may cause increased inflammability. Keep unit 2. Connect the new LED bulb’s wires and snap the new LED assembly into the housing hole.
clean and free of grease and residue build-up at all times to prevent possible fires. 3. Turn ON breaker/power and to test the range hood for operation.
For optimal operation, clean range hood and all baffle/spacer/filter/grease tunnel/oil container regularly.

Regular care will help preserve the appearance of the range hood.

Filters must be cleaned periodically and free from accumulation of cooking residue. Old and worn filters
must be replaced immediately.

DO NOT operate blowers when filters are removed. Never disassemble parts to clean without proper

instructions. Disassembly is recommended to be performed by qualified personnel only. Read and
understand all instructions and warnings in this manual before proceeding. l

12. WARRANTY

Cleaning Exterior Stainless Steel Surfaces:
