After selecting, the
soundbar will enter the IR learning state for the current function, and the middle
yellow status indicator LED will blink slowly.

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Setting up your soundbar

Positioning your soundbar

« Your soundbar is made out of plastic and is therefore sensitive to extreme
temperatures and humidity. Do not put it in locations subject to direct sunlight or in
humid places, such as near an air conditioner, humidifier, bathroom, or kitchen.

« Do not put water or other liquids close to your soundbar. If liquid is spilled on top of
your soundbar, it may be damaged.

« Your soundbar should be placed on a sturdy, flat surface that is free from vibration, or
mounted on a wall. Do not put your soundbar on an uneven or unstable surface,
where it may fall and get damaged.

Incorrect installation can result in serious injury or damage to your soundbar. If
necessary, seek the assistance of a professional.

Note: If you are installing screws into drywall or concrete, use wall anchors
(provided) designed for that type of surface.

For the best sound results from your subwoofer, it should be placed against a wall orin a
corner of the room. The location within the room is less important, because bass tones
are omni directional.

1 Select a location close to your TV and directly in front of the viewing/listening
position. For best sound quality, choose a location where sound waves are not
blocked by furniture or other obstacles.

2 If you are mounting your soundbar to drywall, use the stud finder to find the studs
and mark the locations.

Note: Since normal stud spacing is 16 in. or 24 in. on center, only one of the
mounting screws can be in a stud. Use a wall anchor for the other screw.

3 Place the template at least 2 in. (5 cm) under the center of your TV. Use a level to
determine that the mounting template is level, then tape the mounting template to
the wall.

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4 Using an electric drill, drill two parallel 7/32in. (5.5 - 6 mm) holes through the holes in
the template on the wall. The horizontal distance between the two mounting points
on the brackets from your mounting hardware is 29-35/64 in. (750.7 mm).

Tighten the
screws, but do not over tighten.

7 Remove the two existing screws from the back of your soundbar and replace with the
two wide-head screws from the mounting kit.

8 Align the screws on your soundbar with the speaker hanging brackets on the wall,
then hang your soundbar on the brackets.
