Suggestions:

When the cooler is powered by the battery of the vehicle, set the battery monitor at level “"H3"; if
the cooler is connected to a separate supply battery or the AC/DC adapter from the AC mains
supply, the battery monitor level "H1"” will be suitable.

Because of the voltage difference of DC power output between different vehicles, if the
low=voltage protection activates, and the “F1” displays in the temperature display window, you
can adjusl Lhe monilor level Lo one lower level.

If you set the unit to freezing mode by lowering the temperature, ice will accumulate
on the inner wall of the storage compartment when the unit has been running for a
long period.

When the ice is about 2" in thickness, defrosting is necessary to maintain cooling
efficiency.
