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Getting started

Phone setup

Installing the micro-SIM card

You must insert your SIM card o make phone calls. You do not need to
power off your phone before inserting or removing the SIM card as this
phone can support hot swap.

Insert the SIM tool info the small pin hole opening in the SIM tray. Apply a

small amount of pressure until the SIM fray pops out. Grab hold of the SIM
fray and pull straight out. Swap your SIM card and re-insert the tray.

Important: To avoid damage fo the phone, please use the standard micro-
SIM card included in the box.

Installing a microSDHC™ card (not included)

The microSDHC card can be installed and removed while the phone is
powered on.

Before you install or remove the microSDHC card, insert a pin info the SIM tray
until the SIM cassette pops out.

Before removing the microSDHC card, please unmount the microSDHC card
fo avoid data loss and card damage.

Note: Some applications may require a microSDHC card to work normally or
o store data.Therefore, it is recommended that you keep a microSDHC card
installed and not remove or replace it randomly.



Charging the battery

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the phone to turn on,
find a signal, and make a few calls. You should fully charge the battery as
soon as possible.

When the battery is low, a low-battery warning icon will pop-up on the
screen. As you charge your phone, the screen will tell you the exact battery
level each fime you wake up your phone.

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable fo power on the phone
even when it is being charged. In this case, fry again after charging the
phone for at least 10 minutes. Contact customer service if you sfill cannot
power on the phone after prolonged charging.

1. Insert the charger’s connector into the charging port. Be sure to insert the
connector in the correct orientation. Do not force the connector info the
port.

2. Plug the charger into a standard AC wall outlet.

3. When the battery is fully charged, unplug the charger and disconnect it
from the phone.

Warning! Use only ALCATEL-approved chargers and cables.The use of
unapproved accessories could damage your phone.

Affempting fo remove the battery could result in injury and will void your
warranty.

Do not attempt to disassemble, damage, alter or remove battery from device.

Extending the battery life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluetooth® and Wi-Fi usage, and
GPS functionality can drain your battery. You can follow the helpful fips below
fo conserve your battery power:

* Reduce the screen backlight time.
+ Lower the screen brightness.
« Turn auto-sync, Wi-Fi, and Bluetooth® off when not in use.

+ Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications using this
function will periodically query the GPS satellites for your current location;
each query drains your battery.

Powering your phone on/off

Make sure the micro-SIM card is in your phone and the battery is charged.
» Press and hold the Power key to power on your phone.

+ To power it off, press and hold the Power key to open the options menu.
Tap Power off.



Setting up your phone for the first time

Follow the steps below o set up your phone for the first fime or after factory

reset:

1. Tap the language field to select the language you want to use and then
tap () .

2. Tap SKIP fo set up Wi-Fi connections later or tap a network. If the network is
secured, enfer the password and fap CONNECT > NEXT.

3. Tap the checkbox to activate Data enabled and Data roaming, then fap
Next.

4. Touch Set up Now fo setup your Google account. If you have a Google
account, fouch Existing, then enter your Email address and password.
If you forgot your password, you can go fo http://www.google.com to
refrieve it. If you don’t own a Google account, you are prompted fo create
one by fouching New.Touch SKIP fo continue.

5. Set up screen lock or tap ACTIVATE to prevent others from using this
phone.Tap CANCEL to confinue.

6. You will be prompted to read the ferms of Google service. Tap NEXT to
continue.

7. Configure the Google location options and fap Next.
8.Tap FINISH to complete the setup wizard.
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Switching to Sleep Mode

To save battery power, Sleep Mode suspends your phone in a low-power-
consumption state while the display is off. Your phone also goes into Sleep
Mode by itself when the display is automatically turned off after a certain
period of time, which you can set by tapping :i: > Settings > Display >
Sleep from the home screen.

Press the Power key to switch fo Sleep Mode.

Waking up your phone

Press the Power key to activate your screen display.

Note: If you have set an unlock pattern, PIN, or password for your phone (see
Phone settings - DEVICE - Lock screen) you'll need to draw the pattern or
enfer the PIN/password to unlock your screen.

Double tap

Wake up or put your phone to sleep with a quick double fab of the screen.
1.To enable the double tap feature, tab iii from the home screen.

2.Tap Settings > Gestures.

3.Tap the Double tap screen checkbox to activate.

4.Tap the phone screen twice to wake up or put your phone to sleep.
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Getting around

Touch control

Your phone’s touch screen lets you control actions through a variety of fouch
gestures.
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Tap: Tap the buttons, icons, or applications o select items or fo open
applications.

Press and hold: To open the available options for an item (such as a
message or link in a web page), press and hold the item.

Swipe or slide: To swipe or slide means fo quickly drag your finger
vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag: To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you
start to move your finger . While dragging, do not release your finger until
you have reached the target position.

Pinch: In some apps (such as Maps, Browser, and Gallery), you can zoom
in and out by placing two fingers on the screen and pinching them
together (fo zoom out) or spreading them apart (to zoom in).

Rotate the screen: For most screens, you can automatically change
the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by turning the phone
sideways.

Viewing your apps

From the home screen, tap iii to access all the applications on the phone.
You can add apps to your home screen and uninstall or disable them.

Uninstall or Disable an application
1. From the home screen, tap it .
2. Press and hold an application.

3. To uninstall an app, drag it fo i Uninstall and release it.

4.7To find the disabled applications, tap i > Settings > Apps.Tap an
application and tap ENABLE to enable it.

Protecting your phone with a screen unlock pattern

You can protfect your phone by creating a screen lock. When enabled, you
need to swipe the screen, draw a pattern or enter a numeric PIN or password
fo unlock the phone’s screen and keys.

1. From the home screen, fap :iii > Seftings > Lock screen.
2.Tap Screen lock.
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3.Tap Swipe, Face Unlock, Pattern, PIN, or Password.

- Tap None to disable screen lock.

+ Tap Swipe fo enable screen lock.

» Tap Face Unlock to add a frusted face to unlock the screen.

+ Tap Pattern to create a pattern you must draw to unlock the screen.

» Tap PIN or Password to set a numeric PIN or a password that you must
enter to unlock your screen.

Protecting your phone with encryption

You can encrypt all of the data on your phone: Google Accounts,
application data, music and other media, downloaded information, and
so on. If you do, you must enter a numeric PIN or password each time you
power on your phone.

Warning! Encryption is irreversible. The only way fo revert to an unencrypted
phone is to perform a factory data reset, which erases all your data.

Encryption provides additional protection in case your phone is stolen, and
may be required or recommended in some organizations.

Before turning on encryption, prepare as follows:
+ Set alock screen PIN or password.

+ Charge the battery.

+ Keep the phone connected fo the charger.

» Schedule an hour or more for the encryption process: you must not
inferrupt it or you will lose some or all of your data.
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When you're ready to turn on encryption:

1. From the home screen, tap iii > Settings > Security > Encrypt phone.
2. Read the information about encryption carefully.

The ENCRYPT PHONE button is dimmed if your battery’s not charged or
your phone’s not plugged in.

If you change your mind about encrypting your phone, tap <] .
Warning! If you interrupt the encryption process, you will lose data.

3.Tap ENCRYPT PHONE.
4. Entfer your lock screen PIN or password and tap NEXT.
5.Tap ENCRYPT PHONE again.

The encryption process starts and displays its progress . Encryption can take
an hour or more, during which fime your phone may restart several times.

When encryption is completed, you're prompted to enter your PIN or password.

Subsequently, you must enter your PIN or password each fime you power on
your phone, to decrypt it.

Tip: To make an international call, press and hold the 0 key to enter the plus
(+) symbol. Next, enter the country code, followed by the city/area code,
and then the phone number.

Dial a Recent Number

Tip: You can search for a contact by tapping the search field above the
contfacts list.

Calling from your contacts

Receiving calls

Answering a call

When you receive a phone call, swipe O right fo answer the call.

Note: To silence the ringer before answering the calll, press either end of the
Volume key.

Rejecting a call
When you receive a phone call, swipe O left fo reject the call.

You can also swipe O up to reject the call and select a preset text
message or write your own fo send to the caller.

Tip: To edit a preset fext response, tap u > ¢ > Seftings > General settings
> Quick responses.

Using options during a call

During a call, you will see a number of on-screen options.Tap an option to
select it.

+ Tap o turn the speaker on or off.

+ Tap to mute or unmute your microphone.

+ Tap B to switch fo the dialer.

- Top m to put the call on hold.

+ Tap to make another call separately from the first call, which is put on
hold.

- Tap ° to end the current call.

Managing multi-party calls

When call waiting and three-way call features are available, you can switch
between two calls or set up a conference call.

Switching between current calls

When you'e on a call, your phone screen informs you that another call is
coming in and displays the caller ID.
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To respond to an incoming call while you’re on a call:

Swipe @ right to answer the call.This puts the first caller on hold and
answers the second call.Tap or On hold to answer the second call and
end the first call. Swipe O left fo reject the second call.

Note: Swipe O up to reject the second call and select a preset text
message to the caller.

To switch between two calls:

Tap or On hold on the screen.

Setting up a conference call

You can make another call while a call is in progress.

1.In the dialer, enfer a number and tap e :

2. Once you have established the connection, tap > Q and dial the
second number.This puts the first caller on hold and dials the second
number.

3. When you're connected fo the second party, fap .

If one of the people you called hangs up during your call, you and the
remaining caller stay connected. If you initiated the call and are the first to
hang up, all callers are disconnected.

To end the conference call, tap ° .

Mark the checkbox to enable vibration when the call is answered.
Fixed Dialling Numbers

Fixed dialing number (FDN) is a SIM service mode, where outgoing calls are
restricted to a set of phone numbers. These numbers are added fo the FDN
list. The most common practical application of FDN is for parents fo restrict
the phone numbers to which their children can dial. For security reasons,
you'll be prompted to enable FDN by entering SIM PIN2 which is usually
acquired from your service provider or SIM maker.

Service Dialling Numbers
You can place a call from the SDN list.
TTY mode

TTY mode enables people who are deaf, hard of hearing, or speech-
impaired fo use the telephone to communicate, by allowing them to type
fext messages.

Hearing aids

Hearing aid mode can be used by people who are deaf, hard of hearing,
or speech-impaired. Affer connecting the phone and hearing aid device,
calls are linked fo a relay service, which converts incoming speech to text
for the person using the hearing aid and converts outgoing fext from the
hearing aid device o a spoken voice for the person on the other end of the
conversation.
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DTMF Tones

Dual Tone Multi-Frequency, or DTMF is a method for instructing a telephone
switching system of the felephone number to be dialed, or fo issue
commands fo switching systems or related felephony equipment. Touch to
enable DTMF fones.

Call forwarding

Touch to configure how your calls are forwarded when you are busy, unable
fo answer, or unavailable.

Additional settings

e Caller ID: Touch fo use default operator settings to display your number
in outgoing calls.

* Call waiting: Mark the check box to notify you of new incoming calls
during a call.
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Contacts

You can add contacts on your phone and synchronize them with the
contacts in your Google account or other accounts that support contact
syncing.

To see your confacts, tap G on the home screen. From there, you can tap
the tabs on the top to quickly switch to FAVORITES or ALL CONTACTS.

Importing and exporting contacts

You can import/export contacts from/to your micro-SIM card, phone storage,
or microSDHC card. This is especially useful when you need to fransfer
contfacts between different devices. You can also quickly share your contacts
using Bluetooth®, Email, Messaging, etc.

If you have added contact accounts in locations other than your phone,
select an account in which to save the contacts.

1. From the home screen, fap G .

2.Tap ¢ > Import/Export, then tap Import from SIM card, Export to SIM
card, Import from SD storage/phone storage, Export to SD storage/
phone storage.

To import/export a single contact from/to your SIM card, select the contact
you want fo import/export, and fouch the &] / ITI icon fo confirm.

To import/export all contacts from/to your SIM card, touch the icon @ and
then the |4 / {1 icon to confirm.
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Sharing contact information

You can share a single contact or contacts with others by sending the
contact's vCard to them via Bluetooth®, Gmaiil, efc.

1. From the Contacts screen, tap ¢ > Import/Export > Share visible contacts.

2. This menu allows you fo choose how you would like fo share the contfacts.
Available options will depend on the applications and services installed.

Creating a contact

1. From the Contacts screen, tap (o add a new confact.

2. Tap the account field near the fop of the screen to choose where to save
the contact. If a sync account is selected, the contacts will be synced
automatically with your account online.

3. Enter the contact name, phone numbers, email addresses, and other
information.

4. Tap fo save the contact.

Adding a contact to Favorites

You can add the contacts you use frequently fo Favorites so that you can
find them quickly.

1. From the Contacts screen, tap the contact you want to add to Favorites.

Joining contacts

As your phone synchronizes with multiple online accounts, you may see
duplicate entries for the same contact. You can merge all the separate
information of a contact into one entry in the Contacts list.

4.Tap the contact whose information you want to join with the first entry.

The information from the second contact is added to the first, and the
second contact is no longer displayed in the contacts list.

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Separating contact information

If contact information from different sources was joined in error, you can
separate the information back into individual contacts on your phone.

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Responding to an email

You can reply fo or forward a message that you receive . You can also delete
messages and manage them in other ways.
Replying to or forwarding an email

+ Always treat your phone and its accessories with care and keep it in a
clean and dust-free place.

+ Do not expose your phone or its accessories to open flames or lit tobacco
products.

Small children

Faulty and damaged products

Do not attempt to disassemble the phone or its accessories.

Only qualified personnel can service or repair the phone or its accessories.

If your phone (or its accessories) has been submerged in water, punctured,
or subjected fo a severe fall, do not use it until you have taken it o be
checked at an authorized service center.

Interference

General statement on interference

Care must be taken when using the phone in close proximity to personal
medical devices, such as pacemakers and hearing aids.

Pacemakers
Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum separation of

6 inches (15 cm) be maintained between a mobile phone and a
pacemaker fo avoid potential interference with the pacemaker.

Aircraft

Blasting caps and areas

areas posted with power off “two-way radios” or “electronic devices” notices
fo avoid interfering with blasting operations.
