Before tightening, the wire
should be pulled to a natural straight state, and the excess part should be wrapped
around a suitable position outside the body and tied to prevent wear and scratches
on the source connection wire.

4.The screws onthe wiring terminals must be tightened and not loosened. After
twisting, gently pull the wire part to confirm ifitis secure.
