Use a pencil to mark two holes in
parallel. Make sure they are the same
distance apart as the wall mount holes
on the baby unit.

Drill two holes in the wall.

If you drill the holes into a stud, go to
step 3.

If you drill the holes into an object other
than a stud, insert the wall anchors into
the holes. Tap gently on the ends with a
hammer until the wall anchors are flush
with the wall.

Insert the screws into the holes and tight-
en the screws until only 1/4 inch of the
screws are exposed.

Depending on your preference, choose
the upright or lateral orientation fo mount
your unit. Align the wall mount holes at the
bottom or at the rear side of the baby unit
with the screws on the wall.
