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Installing the keyboard batteries
1 Take the battery cover off.
2 Insert two AAA batteries (included) into the battery compartment. 

Make sure that the + and - signs match the symbols in the 
compartment.

Connecting your mouse and keyboard to             
your computer
1 Plug the nano receiver into the USB port on your computer.
2 Slide the ON/OFF switch on your mouse to ON.
 The computer automatically detects the mouse and keyboard and you 

can immediately begin using them.

If the mouse or keyboard does not work:
• Re-plug the nano receiver into the USB port on your computer, then 

press the connect button on the mouse and keyboard. The LED 
indicators on the mouse and keyboard flash steadily while in pairing 
mode (10 seconds). After pairing successfully, the LED turns off.

• Try connecting your nano reciver into a different USB port on your computer.
• Try removing or moving other wireless devices near the computer to prevent 

interference.
If your mouse pointer is too sensitive, or not sensitive enough, or your scrolling 
wheel needs adjustment, do the following:
For Windows: Go to Settings > Devices > Mouse to find and adjust the cursor or 
scroll wheel settings.
For Mac: Go to System Preferences > Mouse to find and adjust the cursor or scroll 
wheel settings.
