+ In an area with direct exposure to sunlight
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« Do not install this equipment in a confined
space such as a book case or similar unit. The
ventilation should not be impeded by
covering the ventilation openings with items
such as newspapers, table-cloths, or curtains.

« Make sure that you leave a minimum of 4 inches
(10 cm) around your player for sufficient
ventilation.

Electrical disturbance

If you place your player next to a radio, TV, or VCR,
the image may be poor and the sound may be
distorted. In this case, move your player away from
the radio, TV, or VCR.

Condensation may form inside your player when:
