Getting started

Step 1. Attach stand or mount

Before you start using your TV, attach your TV stand or mount it on the wall.
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CAUTION:

» Disconnect the AC power cord before installing a stand or a wall mount bracket.

» The LED display on your TV is fragile. Make sure the TV screen is not scratched or damaged by
hard objects or from pressure.

« After the installation is completed, make sure the TV is steady on a table or firmly attached to a
wall mount, before removing all protective film, if any.

Attach the TV stand

1. Take out 2 base columns, 8 screws (M5%16), base plate and side cushions. Place the side
cushions as the illustration shows below.

NOTE:
* There are 2 screws (M4x15 for 55"/65"(139.7 cm/165.1 cm), M5x15 for 75"/85"(190.5
cm/215.9 cm)) inside the base columns.

2. Secure the base columns and base plate together using 4 screws (M5x16), thus forming an
assembled base stand.
Remove 2 covers from the base columns and take out 2 screws (M4x15 for 55"/65"(139.7
cm/165.1 cm), M5x15 for 75"/85"(190.5 cm/215.9 cm)) from the base columns.

3. Two people stand on each side of the TV. Hold the side of the TV with one hand and hold the
bottom with the other hand. Lift and move the TV vertically to the side cushions. Do not pinch
the screen when hold the TV.

NOTE:
» One person holds the TV to prevent it from tipping during the whole installation process.




4. Secure the 2 screws (M4x15 for 55"/65"(139.7 cm/165.1 cm), M5x15 for 75"/85"(190.5
cm/215.9 cm)) to screw holes on the back of TV as the illustration shows. You can adjust the
height of base stand to H1 or H2.

NOTE:
» If your TV is used with a soundbar, the H1 installation method with a high base stand is
recommended; otherwise, the H2 installation method with a low base stand is recommended.

Attach the wall mount bracket (not included)

mount bracket supports the weight of your TV.

Insert the batteries

1. Take off the back cover to open the battery compartment of the remote control.

2. Insert two AA or AAA(1.5Vcc) size batteries. Make sure to match the (+) and (-) ends of the
batteries with the (+) and (-) ends indicated in the battery compartment.

3. Restore the battery compartment cover.

Important information about the remote and batteries

« Discard batteries in a designated disposal area. Do not throw them into a fire.

» Remove old batteries immediately to prevent them from leaking into the battery compartment.

« If you do not intend to use the remote control for a long time, then remove the batteries.

Pairing the remote control

1. Pair the remote to the TV after you power it on for the first time, there will be instructions on
how to pair the remote.

2. If your remote fails to pair with TV, keep the remote within 10 feet (304.8 cm) from the TV. You can
choose one of the following ways to pair:
+ Method 1: While holding [ f ] button, press and hold [ €= ] button for 3 seconds.
» Method 2: Press and hold [ MENU ]/ [ =] button at least 3 seconds to start pairing.
NOTE: For some remotes, it can only function after the TV software is updated.

3. If the remote pairs successfully, a confirmation will display on the screen. If it does not pair
successfully, an unsuccessful message will display. Repeat step 2, or you can press [ ¢ ]
button to select Settings > Remotes & Accessories > Bluetooth to On.

NOTE:

« If an unknown error occurs with the remote, it could have been caused by interference. Try to
remove what's causing the interference and pair the remote again.

« If an unknown error occurs with the remote control while the battery power is normal, you can
take out the batteries and press any key for 1~2 seconds, and insert them back. The remote
control can work normally.

» The remote cannot be paired to the TV while the TV is in the standby mode.

Step 4. Power on the TV

Connect your power cord to the TV and plug it into a power outlet. Your TV will display a launch
screen showing the Hisense logo.

Step 5. Complete the first-time setup

The first time you turn on your TV, there is a guided setup to make it easy to connect your TV to
the Internet and complete the setup of your TV.
