You can transfer files between Wireless Stick and any device with a web
browser. This could be useful when a mobile app is not available for a
specific platform or it is not possible to install the mobile app on shared
devices. For computers this will allow multiple devices to connect

wirelessly via a browser instead of a direct USB connection.

Not all features available in the mobile app are available via the web
browser. Drag and drop file upload is supported in browsers that support

drag and drop.

Delete files within the App

1 Use the SanDisk Connect mobile app to access your Wireless Stick.

2 Press the *= (options button) at the top right corner of the screen and

choose “Select”. You can also initiate selection by long press on any file.

3 Select the files to be deleted.

4 Press LY at the top right of the screen.

Search within the App

1 Use the SanDisk Connect mobile app to access your Wireless Stick.

2 Inthe file view, pull down the screen.

Internet Connectivity

We understand how important it is for you to stay connected to Internet.
Wireless Stick provides two options for your mobile device (phone/tablet)
that will allow you to maintain an Internet connection while simultaneously

connecting to the Wireless Stick: a local Wi-Fi network.
Using Wi-Fi
To configure

In the app, choose Menu 2 Internet Connection = Wi-Fi.

Choose your preferred network and hit OK.

The LED on the Wireless Stick will double blink to indicate the device is

connected to another Wi-Fi network.

For some networks, it is recommended to close and restart your mobile

application.
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Gallery Backup

You can back up your camera roll to the Wireless Stick by setting up Gallery

auto-backup or manually backing up as needed.

Automatic Backup

Set-up once and transfer your gallery to the drive automatically each time

the drive is connected.
To set-up:

1 Use the SanDisk Connect mobile app to access your Wireless Stick.
2 On the app, go to Menu > Settings—> Gallery Auto-Backup.

3 To change the destination of the backed up files on the drive, select the
“Destination” as a folder on the drive. The default destination is “Gallery

Backup”

4 Turn on the “Gallery Auto-Backup”.

Backup may take longer than normal the 1% time. Once set up, only newly

added files will be copied to the drive.

Create and select a different “Destination” folder to support backup of

multiple devices. This will keep device content separate from each other.
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Manual Backup
Back up your gallery with the drive as needed using Backup Now.
To back up:

1 Use the SanDisk Connect mobile app to access your Wireless Stick.

2 Go to Menu 2> Settings—>Gallery Auto-Backup.

3 To change the destination of the backed up files on the drive, select the
“Destination” as a folder on the drive.  The default destination is
“Gallery Backup”

4 Select “Backup Now”.

5 All the files in your gallery will be copied to the drive in the folder

specified as the Destination.

Up to three users can stream videos from the Wireless Stick at one time. Each
video stream is an independent stream, which can be paused, restarted, etc.

Create a backup contact file and restore it when needed. This is particularly

valuable when moving to a new iPhone.

3 Select the contacts to back up.

4 Select “Backup”.

Restore

1 Use the SanDisk Connect mobile app to access your Wireless Stick.

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WebDAV

Web Distributed Authoring and Versioning (WebDAV) is an extension of
Hypertext Transfer Protocol (HTTP) that allows clients to perform remote
Web content authoring operations such as file management. The Wireless

Stick supports WebDAV as a file transfer protocol.

Since WebDAV is an open protocol, many WebDAV client (iOS, Android,

Windows, Mac, etc) will work.

You will need to be on the same Wi-Fi network as the Wireless Stick. See the
previous sections on how to connect to your Wireless Stick. In default Wi-Fi
mode (Wireless Stick not connected to an existing Wi-Fi network), the default

IP address for the Wireless Stick will be 172.25.63.1

Open any WebDAV client such as WebDAV File Manager. Enter the Wireless
Stick IP address plus “/myconnect” as the Server URL. See example below.
No authentication is required. Once connection is established all the files

from the Wireless Stick as visible and available for download.

Some WebDAV client functions will not be compatible with the Wireless

Stick.

In some cases “/myconnect” may not be required by the WebDAV client. Just

enter the IP address as the server name you are trying to connect to.

Reformatting Wireless Stick

32GB devices must be formatted as FAT32.

All data on the drive will be lost after formatting. Please back up your

data before formatting.

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Cleaning

Before cleaning a Wireless Stick, disconnect it from any USB port and turn
off device. If the outside of the Wireless Stick is soiled, use a cloth that has
been slightly dampened with water to clean the outside. Do not allow
water to enter the Wireless Stick around the power button or USB

connector.
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Maintenance and Storage

The Wireless Stick contains a lithium polymer battery that needs proper
care for best usage. Note that while the lithium polymer battery does not

have any memory effect, proper case is required for the best usage
Standard Maintenance

For proper maintenance of the battery, it is best to periodically let the
Wireless Stick discharge. We do not recommend keeping the Wireless Stick
plugged in. For the best battery life, we recommend charging and

discharging the Wireless Stick at least one a month.
Long Term Storage

If the Wireless Stick will not be used, it is best to keep the battery around
50% charged. To charge the battery to approximately 50%, fully discharge
the Wireless Stick until it turns itself off, then let it charge for 1 hour. Store
the Wireless Stick at a temperature between 20°C and 45°C (4°F and 113°F) at
a relative humidity of 65% +/- 20%

Recycling

Please recycle all the Wireless Stick packaging, if appropriate recycling

facilities are available in your area.
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When the Wireless Stick has reached the end of its useful life, return it to a
recycling station in your community to prevent uncontrolled waste disposal

and dispose of the battery properly.
