Home screen

The home screen is the starting point for using your device. For your convenience, the home screen is

already set up with some useful apps and widgets.
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You can customize your home screen at any time.

Home screen

On the first home screen, there is a Google Search bar and some useful apps.
Preview screen

Press and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons.

At the bottom of the screen are WALLPAPERS, WIDGETS, SETTINGS and APPS.
Add a widget to a home screen

Press and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons.

Tap Eg at the bottom of the preview screen, press and hold the widget you want to add, then drag it
to where you want to place it and release.
Change the wallpaper

Go to > Settings > Display > Wallpaper and choose the wallpaper that you like.

Press and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons, select WALLPAPERS at the bottom
of the screen, and then choose the wallpaper that you like.

Move an app to another screen

Press and hold an app that you want to move, then drag it to where you want to place it and
release.

Uninstall an app

1. Tap , and then press and hold an app that you want to uninstall.

2. Drag to W, and then release and tap OK.
Note: Some of the system apps cannot be uninstalled.

Screen buttons

There are three buttons at the bottom of the home screen.



e Back button: Tap 4to return to the previous page.

e Home button: Tap Oto return to the default home screen.
e Recent button: Tap Dto see recent apps. Then you can do the following:
e Tap an app to open it.

e Tap >< to stop running the app.
e Tap rh to lock the app, and tap a to unlock the app.

e Tap ™= to stop running all the apps.

The Notifications panel informs you of new messages, USB connection, and activities in progress such
as file downloading. The Quick Settings panel allows you to access frequently-used settings such as
the WLAN switch.
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You can do any of the following:

e To see notifications, swipe down from the top of the screen.

e To close the Notifications panel, swipe up from the bottom of the screen.

e To dismiss a notification, swipe left or right across the notification.

e To dismiss all notifications, tap = at the bottom of the Notifications panel.

e To open the Quick Settings panel, swipe down from the top of the screen twice.
e To close the Quick Settings panel, swipe up from the bottom of the screen.

Please hold down the power button for about 8 seconds to shutdown the device or hold down the
power button for about 10 seconds to restart the device.

To open the camera app, go to Camera.

Taking photos and videos

You can take photos and record videos with your device's built-in camera.

Tap to take a photo.

Tap 'a' to configure the other camera settings.
Tap Auto to choose the scene mode.

Tap m and then tap L to record a video.
Rotate the camera position to switch between the front camera and rear camera.

Gesture capture

You can use hand gestures to take photos.

1. Tap 'a' choose Gesture capture, and tap Enable. A hand gesture icon is displayed on the

camera preview screen.

Note: The hand gesture capturing function is only available on the front camera. When

taking photos from a distance, please use a large waving motion of your arm so that the

camera can sense your gesture.



2. Move your hand while facing the camera.

3. When your action is sensed, the hand gesture icon on the preview screen will turn green.
Please make a fist gesture.

4. The camera will start a 3 second countdown, then automatically take a picture.

Note: The camera will not be able to sense your hand gestures when your hand is over 5 m
away from the camera.

Press and hold the power button and the Volume down button at the same time.

Viewing pictures and videos

Photos and videos are stored in your device's internal storage. You can view your photos and
videos by using the following methods:

e Tap the thumbnail when using the Camera app.

e Go to Photos.

e Go to Gallery.

You need to set up a wireless network before connecting to the Internet.

Setting up a WLAN network

Go to > Settings > WLAN.
Turn on the WLAN switch and tap a WLAN hotspot in the list to connect to the Internet.
When you are connecting to a secure hotspot, you need to enter your password to connect.

Go to > Settings > Data usage, and then turn on the Mobile data.
Note: You need a valid SIM card with a data service. If you don't have a SIM card, contact your
carrier.

Setting up a VPN network

VPNs are used within organizations to allow you to communicate private information securely over a
non-private network. You may need to configure a VPN, for example, to access your work email. Ask
the network’s administrator for the settings necessary to configure a VPN for your network.

e Goto > Settings > More > VPN.

e Tap + to edit the VPN profile, including the server name, the type, and the server address, and
then tap SAVE.

e Tap the VPN server name, input the username and password, and then tap CONNECT to connect to

the VPN network.

e Tap * to edit the VPN, or tap FORGET to delete the VPN.
Note: You need to set a lock screen pattern, PIN or password before using a VPN. Go to
Settings > Security > Screen lock to select a screen lock option and set up the screen lock.

*Setting up a hotspot
You can use personal hotspot to share an Internet connection with a computer or other device.

Go to > Settings > More > Tethering & portable hotspot and do the following:

e Turn on Portable WLAN hotspot.

e Tap Set up WLAN hotspot to configure the hotspot.

You can also use Bluetooth tethering or USB tethering.

Note: Tell your friends the Network name and password, and then they can share your mobile
network.

You can browse the web if your device is connected to a wireless network.
To open the browser app, go to Chrome.
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Visiting websites

You can use the Chrome app to visit websites.
e Type a web address
You don't need to type the full web address of an “http://” website to access it.

To visit “http://www.lenovo.com”, simply type “www.lenovo.com” into the address bar and tap @

e Search for keywords
You can also type keywords into the address bar to search for webpages.

e Copy the APK file from the computer to the device in “Media device (MTP)” mode.
e You can manually download a file management app, and then open the app in the download file
