STEP 5 STEP 6

STEP 5 Carefully slide Back Cushion (G) between Arms (F) and secure using two Screws (2) for each Arm (F). FULLY TIGHTEN ALL SCREWS (2) USING
ALLEN WRENCH (5).
STEP 6 Cover holes in Arms (F) using four Plastic Caps (4) for each Arm (F).
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FEATURES

o PNEUMATIC SEAT HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT
To raise seat remove pressure from seat and pull lever (1) up.
To lower seat height sit on chair and pull lever (1) up.

NOTE: Itis normal for chair to slightly lower under body weight.

* LOCKING TILT ADJUSTMENT
For individual comfort, this chair has been equipped with an
adjustment that will allow the user to change the tension of
the tilting feature. Turn knob (2) clockwise to increase tension
and counter-clockwise to decrease or ease the tension. To lock
return chair to the upright position and push lever (1) in. To
unlock pull lever (1) out.

NOTE: Be careful not to loosen back tilt adjustment knob completely.

* FLIP ARM
To flip arms up, simply pull up on arm. To lower arm, simply pull
down on arm.

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STEP 3 STEP 4

Remove all parts from carton, separate by part numbers indicated on parts list, and verify part quantities.

STEP 1 Insert five Casters (A) into Base (B), push hard until you feel or hear the Caster (A) snap into place. Insert Pneumatic Cylinder (C) into Base (A) and
slip Bellows (D) over Pneumatic Cylinder (C).

STEP 2 Attach Seat Plate (E) to Seat Cushion (H) using four Flat Washers (3) and four Screws (1). FULLY TIGHTEN BOLTS (1)

USING ALLEN WRENCH (5).

STEP 3 Place the assembled seat on top of Pneumatic Cylinder (C) and apply downward pressure.

STEP 4 Attach Arms (F) to Seat Cushion (H) using two Screws (2) for each Arm (F). DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN SCREWS.
