a. Unclip the (3) clips securing the
front of the trim. (Figure A)

b. Slide the trim to the left, then up
and slightly back to release the
trim. A little finesse is required with
this process. (See inset)

Remove (2) Phillips screws securing the
back of the radio. (Figure B)

Remove (2) Phillips screws securing the
bottom of the radio. Take note that the
radio brackets are angled inward, hiding
the screws from being easily seen. Slide
the radio out, then unplug and remove
the radio. (Figure ()

3/8” Phillips screws provided. (Figure B)

4. Remove the metal DIN sleeve and trim
ring from the aftermarket radio.

5. Slide the radio into the bracket/housing/
pocket assembly from the back, then
secure it to the assembly using the
screws supplied with the radio.
